As a preface to the mask requirement info below, above and beyond masks as a topic,
collectively schools are in a better place this August than they were a year ago, despite any
disappointment that the end of the tunnel is further away than it may have looked to be a
couple months ago.

Masks Required in All NJ Schools

Per the Governor’s Executive Order last Friday, everyone (students, staff, visitors) is
required to wear masks in NJ school buildings at all times, effective August 9. Thus, our
district’'s approach to masks for the start of 2021-22 remains the same as in 2020-21. No
changes are needed to our ETSD Safe Return Plan, as our plan already requires masks.
The indoor mask requirement also applies after school and weekends and to use of our
facilities by outside groups.
