The‌ ‌NJDOE‌ ‌announced‌ ‌updated‌ ‌ESSER‌ ‌III‌ ‌distributions‌ ‌this‌ ‌week.‌ ‌Our‌ ‌district‌ ‌is‌ ‌now‌‌ 
getting‌ ‌a‌ ‌total‌ ‌of‌ ‌$2,552,930,‌ ‌up‌ ‌nearly‌ ‌half‌ ‌a‌ ‌million‌ ‌more‌ ‌than‌ ‌the‌ ‌$2,073,857‌ ‌most‌‌ 
recently‌ ‌slated‌ ‌for‌ ‌our‌ ‌district‌ ‌this‌ ‌past‌ ‌June.‌ ‌This‌ ‌money‌ ‌for‌ ‌school‌ ‌districts‌ ‌comes‌ ‌through‌‌ 
the‌ ‌Federal‌ ‌American‌ ‌Rescue‌ ‌Plan‌ ‌Elementary‌ ‌and‌ ‌Secondary‌ ‌School‌ ‌Emergency‌ ‌Relief‌‌ 
(ARP‌ ‌ESSER)‌ ‌Fund‌ ‌signed‌ ‌into‌ ‌law‌ ‌last‌ ‌spring.‌ ‌We‌ ‌desperately‌ ‌need‌ ‌this‌ ‌one-time‌ ‌infusion‌‌ 
as‌ ‌our‌ ‌district‌ ‌anticipates‌ ‌needing‌ ‌to‌ ‌cut‌ ‌about‌ ‌$3‌ ‌million‌ ‌from‌ ‌our‌ ‌2022-23‌ ‌budget‌ ‌this‌ ‌year‌‌
