Close Contact Quarantine Update

Effective this week, our district has started using the shorter quarantine time of close contacts
returning after 10 days, or after 7 days with a negative PCR test result between 5-7 days, as allowed
by the NJ Dept. of Education Road Forward and NJ Dept. of Health Recommendations for K12
Schools when our region’s status is yellow or green per NJ COVID activity level reports. Regional
covid activity levels have been on a downward trend for several weeks now. Our district understands
how important it is for students to be in school while maintaining safety.

The members of the committee will be asked to meet at least
three times during the year to develop parent workshops, to act in an advisory capacity to the Special
Services Office, and to perform other functions as needed.
